Practical Assessment
· The practical assessments involve the evaluation and instruction of clients including older adults and children. The assessments consist of the demonstration of exercises, identification of muscle groups, joint actions and various health and fitness evaluations. 

· The practical assessments take approximately 60 – 90 minutes and can be completed by video or personal demonstration at one of our Training Centres. To complete the assessment via video students will need access to a gym facility and video recording device to complete the assessment. All practical assessments require the student to provide a friend or family member that is willing to role play as the students client. 
Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)

If you wish to apply for RPL due to previous relevant qualifications or employment experience please contact Fitnation for an application prior to enrolment.
Course Duration
· Following the completion of the certificate III contact course, we allow a maximum of three months for each module of the certificate IV and provide you with a schedule to enable you to complete the qualification and gain employment within a realistic timeframe.

· There is no minimum time frame which means you can complete the course as quickly as you like. It all depends on how many hours you put in to study each week.

· There is flexibility with the timeframes. You can arrange an extension of up to 3 months if your circumstances prevent you from completing the course in the scheduled 15 months.
